What i1s BIBFRAME?

BIBFRAME is the bibliographic framework initiative
headed by Library of Congress and Zepheira (a data
management company) as an eventual replacement
for MARC.

BIBFRAME is created with the idea of allowing data
to break free fd4omethenkdoo
of the MARC record and onto the web.

BIBFRAME is built on web standards in order to
connect library data with the data available on the
web.



What about MARC?

The MARC format severely limits what we can do with
Integrating bibliographic data into the web.

A Not used outside of libraries

A Inability to express relationships between resources
and entities

A Higher possible error rate for MARC data stored as
static text within a catalo
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Includes bibliegraphical references and index.

Linked data is the framework behind the semantic web.

Semantic web recognizes relationships between data.
ASemantic framework: Subject -- Predicate -- Object
AExample: Mark Twain-- Creator of -- Tom Sawyer

These relationships are knowt



What iIs linked data?

The web can recognize these relationships between data
based on the foundation of the web specific standards
XML and RDF (Resource Description Framework)

RDF labels data and allows machines to recognize
relationships between data
